Mark Connolly, Planner, Department of Planning and Development, reported that the 
referral is for an amendment to the North Bayshore Precise Plan which is located in the 
Airport Influence Area of NUQ. 
Regarding noise, Mr. Connolly stated that the residential area of the project is located 
outside of all noise contours and therefore none of the NUQ noise policies apply. 
Regarding safety, Mr. Connolly stated that the project is located outside of all safety 
zones and therefore none of the NUQ safety policies apply. 
Regarding height, Mr. Connolly clarified that the Plan has a 160-foot height limit for 
residential development. He further stated that the highest elevation of the project area is 
30 feet Mean Sea Level (MSL) thus making the height limit 190 feet Above Mean Sea 
Level (AMSL), which exceeds the 182-foot Part 77 Surface limitation. Mr. Connolly 
recommended the Commission find the project consistent with the conditions that all 
heights are subject to the 182-foot AMSL height restriction and that a no-hazard 
determination is granted by the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA). 
Mr. Connolly stated that a requirement for an avigation easement is already in place for 
the Plan. 
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The Commission approved finding the Plan Amendment consistent subject to the 
maximum height not exceeding 182 feet AMSL, an FAA no-hazard determination be 
issued to the applicant, and the requirement of an avigation easement.

Mr. Connolly reported that the referral is for consideration of adding a new 
methodology for use in all airport CLUPs to establish occupancy rates for Core and 
Shell development as specific density is unknown. He further stated that the CLUPs 
currently use the California Building Code (CBC) and Parking methods when a floor 
plan is not available. 
Mr. Connolly reported that after review of various methodologies, staff found that the 
Parking methodology is not dependable. He then introduced the Leadership in Energy 
and Environmental Design (LEED) methodology which suggests a calculation of 250 
square feet per occupant. 
Mr. Connolly provided example occupancy rate calculations using three different 
methodologies: CBC, Parking, and LEED. Discussion ensued relating to the differences 
between the various options. Chairperson Windus noted that the LEED approach uses 
simple, straightforward calculations while the CBC approach uses variables in its 
calculations. 
Curt Setzer, Simeon Properties, expressed the need for adjustment factors to be applied 
when using either the CBC, Parking, or LEED methodology to account for vacancies, 
absenteeism, and unoccupied space such as lobbies, restrooms, and conference rooms. 
Jennifer Hernandez, Holland and Knight, commented that the hypothetical example 
methodologies presented by Mr. Connolly indicate a very low density in comparison to 
the Silicon Valley market. She further requested that the Commission consider approval 
of an adjustment factor of 30 percent for either the Parking or LEED methodology. 
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Trudi Ryan, Community Development Director, City of Sunnyvale, clarified that 
building codes contain different formulas for specific purposes such as determining the 
number of exits in a building or the number of plumbing fixtures. She further expressed 
support for the LEED standard of one occupant per 250 square feet which she believes 
would be a conservative default. 
Discussion ensued relating to the 250 square feet per occupant default and the feasibility 
of adjusting the default to accommodate vacancies and absenteeism. 
Commissioner Melton made a motion to adopt a County-wide policy for a new 
methodology to calculate density within safety zones using the LEED standard of 250 
square feet per occupant with a 30 percent adjustment for absenteeism, resulting in 325 
square feet per occupant. The motion was seconded by Vice Chairperson Britton. 
Chairperson Windus expressed his preference for using 250 as standard because it is a 
published number that can be referenced in an official document and that he believes the 
decision should be based on every person occupying a seat in the building. Discussion 
ensued relating to the Commission adopting a more conservative approach. 
On motion of Commissioner Graham, seconded by Commissioner Blake, the motion 
was amended to remove the 30 percent adjustment and set the standard at 250 square 
feet per occupant.
